Fitting Guidance 
 

IT IS IMORTANT that no site cutting is performed prior to receiving the 
letterbox , as the intumescent layer increases the hole sizes and may 
vary slightly in thickness and effect the overall cutt out size required. 
 
When received there is a sheet with each letterbox indicating the sizes 
And routing shape for new holes. However on fitted doors were these 
are upgrades and door needs cutting out more, we recommend you 
measure the widest dimension or offer the letter plate sleeve to the 
door and use to draw round to see how much cutting is required. Al-
ways use a spirit level to line up correctly 
 
When cut out insert sleeve and again take a spirit level to ensure cor-
rect . Holding in place drill out bolt fixing hole with care , removing the 
inner sleeve side to ensure not damaged by drill 
 
Fit bolts again keep using the spirit level to ensure straight when bolts 
are tightened
